Course Objective:
· Student will be able to compute basic addition, subtraction, multiplication and division, measure the nearest half inch, and be able to state the place value of a number.
· The student will be able to compute fractions and mixed numbers.

· Students will be able to measure various items to the nearest ½ inch, ¼ inch and calculate simple geometric measurements.
· Student will be able to compute basic decimal equations.

· Student will be able to demonstrate a basic understanding of percentages.

· Student will be able to measure to 1/16 inch and know basic geometry elements.
· Student will be able to solve ratio and proportion equations.

· Student will be able to solve equations using variable and evaluation strategies (Algebra).

Materials Needed:

· Textbook “Math 76”, Hake Saxon 
· Pocket Folder for homework assignments. 
· 1 pkg. (10 pencils) 1 red pen (all work should be done in pencil)

· Calculator

· Highlighter

· 2 packages of loose-leaf  paper

· 1 spiral notebook (8-1/2 x 11) for focus activities

· 2 boxes of tissue 

Grading Policy:

· Each assignment will have a point value.  
· Student will be given opportunity for extra credit weekly.  
· Student will have homework assignments daily. 
· When a student is absent they must return all missed work within two days of their return.  

· If a student misses a test or quiz, it must be made up within two days of their return.   
· Grades will be earned based on the total number of points earned divided by the amount of points possible.  The following grading scale will be followed:


90 – 100    =  A



80 – 89      =  B



70 – 79      =  C



60 – 69      =  D



59 – below = F
Classroom Management:
· Attendance – cannot exceed 3 unexcused absences in a nine week period or they fail the quarter.  When absent, it is very important the student get the missed assignments from their partner in class.  

· Tardiness – will result in detention from the tardy room.  If it is a common occurrence, a detention with the teacher will also be issued so the student can make up their work they missed after school.
· Coming to class without materials (book, paper, pencil & homework) means they need to leave and get it—therefore they will have to report to the tardy room if the late bell has rung before coming back to class.

· Participation – student is expected to participate everyday and be responsible for their own behavior.   
· Students will receive a detention for preventing the learning of others/self in classroom during academic learning time
· Students are expected to abide by all rules found in the student handbook.  They are expected to be responsible for their own behavior.  Immature behavior and constant redirection of inappropriate behavior wastes instructional time and robs others of a valuable learning opportunity.
